VERMONT CHEESEMAKERS’ FESTIVAL INTRODUCES “BEST OF THE FEST”

Shelburne, Vt. (July 15, 2011) – Cheese connoisseurs from around the country will flock to 
the now sold‐out Vermont Cheesemakers’ Festival this month to sample the season’s 
freshest artisanal cheeses and sharp aged cheddar. This year, in conjunction with Cheese 
Traders & Wine Sellers, cheese fans that can’t make the event can still enjoy the Festival’s 
offerings with the Best of the Fest, a carefully chosen selection of featured cheeses 
delivered to your doorstep.

Depending on the package, the Best 
of the Fest will also include at least one smoked or blue cheese, and customers can count on 
one of Vermont’s infamous aged cheddar. Cheese sizes will range from 4 oz to 8 oz. 
 
The Best of the Fest sampler will be available starting July 15, 2011. The four‐cheese Best 
of the Fest sampler is $49.00; the six‐cheese Best of the Fest sampler is $69.00, both with 
free shipping. All cheeses will be shipped 2‐3 day USPS.
